Type of the cellular module installed in the router can be found in the Mobile WAN status in the Mobile
Network Information part.

Band Select module allows user to adjust the portfolio of frequency bands which router supports. What
are frequency bands? Frequency bands are groupings of radio frequencies that are used by mobile net-
works to communicate. For example for cellular network in Europe are used frequency bands 900 MHz and
1800 MHz. For cellular network in USA is mainly used frequency band 1900 MHz. So for a router to work
properly in USA as well as in Europe, it would need to support the 1900 MHz band and one or both of the
900 MHz or 1800 MHz bands used in Europe.

2.1 Web Interface

The web interface available for configuration of the Band Select router app can be invoked by pressing
the module name on the Router apps page of the router’s web interface. The left part of the web interface
(i.e. menu) contains only the Return item, to switch back to the router’s web interface. In case of routers
with two cellular modules, there are Modul 1 and Modul 2 items available to manage both cellular modules
of the router separately.

Figure 1: Menu of the Band Select router app for a router with two cellular modules

The actual configuration of the Band Select router app is performed via the form on the right of the web
interface. The possible configuration is displayed according to the cellular module installed in the router.
To keep the bands limited, router app must be installed and enabled. Choose the desired frequency bands
for the module, select Enable Band Select and then confirm with the Send button.
