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2. Description of the Router App

This router app is not contained in the standard router firmware. Uploading of this router app is
described in the Configuration manual (see Chapter Related Documents).

DHCP Based on MAC OUlrouter app handles IP address assignation for devices according to its MAC OUI.

For DHCP based on MAC OUI router app to work, you have to disable routers own DHCP protocol.

2.1 What is MAC OUI?

The MAC OUI (Organizationally Unique Identifier) is the first 24 bits (first 3 octets) of a MAC address
that identifies the manufacturer of the network device. The IEEE assigns these unique OUI identifiers to
companies that need to include them in their networking products.

By looking up the OUI portion of a MAC address, you can determine the manufacturer of the device. This
information can be useful for network configuration, troubleshooting, and security profiling. For example,
you could use the OUI to identify the vendor of devices on your network and apply appropriate security
policies.

The remaining 24 bits (last 3 octets) of the 48-bit MAC address are assigned by the manufacturer to
uniquely identify each individual network interface card (NIC). So the full MAC address provides both the
manufacturer information (OUI) and a unique identifier for that specific device.
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3. Web Interface

Once the installation of the module is complete, the module’s GUI can be invoked by clicking the module
name on the Router apps page of router’s web interface.

Left part of this GUI contains menu with Status menu section and Customization menu section. Cus-
tomization menu section contains only the Return item, which switches back from the module’s web page
to the router’s web configuration pages. The main menu of module’s GUI is shown on Figure 2.
